The sermons and sayings of a> Satpurush have great
importance and validity. Shri Upasani Baba's sermons and
pithy sayings are the priceless heritage he has left behind
for his disciples. But though these provide a valuable
guidance for seekers, Shri Baba's memory will be more
cherished because he created the Kanya Kumari Sthan
and because he restored the traditional Path of Bhakti with
many intuitive, touches from his own imagination.

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Shri Upasani Maharaj &
His Message

India is a spiritual land which has produced a series
of saints since times immemorial, and its glorious tradition
is kept aiive even today. Shri Upasani Maharaj was one of
the great spiritual personalities of modern India who added
lustre to the Indian soil.

Shri Upasani Maharaj lived at Sakuri, a small village
in the Ahmednagar district in the State of Maharashtra.
His life covered the latter half of the Nineteenth and the
first half of the Twentieth Century. He was an Incarnation
who had come to this earth for the salvation of humanity.
Like Shri Ramkrishna, he had descended to this world to
lead us from darkness to Light, from faise-hood to Reality
and from mortality to Immortality.

What was His Message to humanity? There was a
phase in his life when he gave talks for hours together.
People remained spellbound by the magic of his enchant
ing words, it was a stream of nectar which poured out
from his divine lips. His talks were most spontaneous
which reflected heights of Spiritual Wisdom. He taught,
what he had practised. His talks were recorded verbatum
by one of the devotees. These were published under the
title "Upasani Vaksudha". It is indeed a priceless trea
sure. His words came from the very core of his heart that
is why they are so illuminating and soul-stirring. They lift
one to the planes of Higher Consciousness.

His talks comprised a vast range of subjects. He
talked on various subjects including Religion, Philosophy,
Ethics and Society. He laid great emphasis on Righteous
ness and the Righteous Way of Life. He was an enemy of
falsehood and corruption. He stood by righteousness. He
was a great apostle of Truth and Divinity. He himself was
the very personification of purity. Whatever he touched, he
purified. "Purity, Sanctity, and Divinity" were his watch
words.

Shri Upasani Maharaj was a Sage and a Seer. He
had studied society from very close quarters. He said
that there was only one disease from which society suffered,
and this was unrighteousness. And the remedy was one.

It was purification of the social-system. Society
should be purified of its inner impurities. The present dis
order and chaos in society is due to disorderliness and
indisclplined behaviour of the people.; Righteousness is
trampled down. There is no regard for the moral and spiri
tual values. It is the reinstatement of spiritual values which
will set things right and will create peace and harmony in"
the world.

Shri Upasani Maharaj was a practical Vedantin. He
laid all emphasis on practical aspects of life. He hated
tall talks. He disliked dry intellectualism. He often said, a
grain of practice is superior and preferable to tons of
words. He himself was a. dynamic personality. He was a
great Karma Yogi. He was tremendously active till the last
moment of his life. He hated laziness and exacted work
from his followers. To him, Work was Worship.

He had firmly established himself in that Highest
Advaitic State and had transcended all Opposites like pain
and pleasure, praise and censure, etc. There existed no
distinctions with him of caste, creed, colour or nationality.
He loved all creation. He had completely shattered all
manmade distinctions and divisions. Persons of all Faiths
apd Religions from different places were drawn to him by
his magnetic personality. His heart throbbed with love for
the whole of humanity. In the light of the present circum
stances and times, when India is endangered with constant
fear from National disintegration, and has to face grave
problems of provincialism and linguistic troubles, the work
that the Institution of Shri Upasani Maharaj has been doing
for these years for National Integration, and that too
very unostentiously, may well be appreciated. Indeed Shri
Upasani Maharaj was a great unifying force who knitted to
gether all the diverse elements and forces of the Culture
of India and that of the World. He unfurled the flag of
Universal Brotherhood and Cosmic Love was the mark en
graved on his banner. His message to humanity was: "One
World, On^ Man, One Life."
